
Juvenile convicted of a crime in the receiving state, 
sentenced as an adult, and the adult sentence exceeds 
the juvenile sentence

Sending state fails to relocate juvenile within 90 
calendar days after acceptance by the receiving state

Upon notice to the sending state when the maximum 
period of probation or parole has expired

Upon notice to the sending state when the court 
order has expired

Upon notice that the sending state has issued a 
warrant for absconder, or if juvenile has been on 
absconder status for 10 business days

Upon notice that the juvenile has been admitted to a 
residential facility for a planned stay in excess of 90 
calendar days
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
